Poster Presentation Guidelines 
Dear NSALS ’26 Presenters,
We appreciate your commitment to the success of NSALS ’26. To ensure a seamless and effective presentation session, please adhere to the following guidelines:
1. Presentation Duration:
· Each presenter is allocated 03-minutes for the presentation, followed by a 3-minute Q & A session.
· It is crucial to strictly adhere to the allocated time to maintain the schedule.
2. Presentation Template and Format:
· Utilize the recommended NSALS ’26 PowerPoint template (attached and available at NSALS ’26 website: https://www.uwu.ac.lk/nsals/nsals_guidelines.html) for preparation of poster presentation in digital format (a single-slide PowerPoint file) and convert to PDF format for digital presentation during the Symposium.
· The standard format of a poster follows that of an oral scientific presentation and includes introduction, objectives, methods, results and discussion, conclusions/recommendations and references (optional). A poster, like an oral presentation, cannot (and should not) contain all information you have on the topic. Scientific posters should stimulate interest rather than a detailed presentation.
3. Submission Deadline:
· Submit your poster presentation in PDF format via email to respective track coordinators on or before 18th of January 2026.
· Early submission helps in checking file compatibility and addressing any encountered issues.
4. File Naming Convention:
· When submitting, rename your presentation file as ‘[Abstract ID] _ [ Track]’.
5.  Mode of Presentation:
· You should be participated in person at the symposium.
6. Arrival Time at the Symposium Day:
· Presenting authors are requested to arrive 15 minutes before the poster session starts to ensure a smooth setup.
7. Technical Preparedness:
· The poster presentation will be delivered digitally using a smartboard for the panel.
· Verify that your presentation works properly with the technical equipment in the poster session room.
· Your cooperation is highly expected for the success of NSALS ’26. We look forward to insightful poster presentations and engaging discussions.
